DISHWASHER TIPS AND TRICKS

maintenance. This should be completed monthly to prevent a buildup of
germs.

e Run an empty dishwasher with white vinegar
e Clean the drain to prevent clogs

¢ Deodorize the machine by sprinkling baking soda on the bottom and

running it on a half-cycle

dishwasher is a sanitizer and not responsible for doing all the hard work.
